Point System:

The system is fairly simple. You start with 1000 points, when you win games you gain points and when u lose games you lose points. The number of points you can win or lose from each game is decided by the number of points you have, compared to your opponent.  

The system goes like this:

In the points won or lost you can see how many points you can either win or lose based on the difference of points between you and your opponent. If you have MORE points than your opponent the left coloumn represents the points you can lose and the right the points u can win. If you have LESS points than your opponent the right coloumn represents the points you can win and the right the points you can lose. 

EXAMPLE: Your points: 1000, opponent points: 1086

Difference here is 86 points, and you have less. That means you can either win 14 points (if you win) or risk losing 6 points (if you lose).

EXAMPLE 2: Your points: 1268, opponent points: 1087

Difference here is 181 and you have more. That means you can either win 1 point (if you win) or risk losing 19 point (if you lose).
